POMCO PRESENTATION 

– KRISTEN WALL 

 

Mayor Donovan introduced Kristen Wall, Account Manager at POMCO and stated she was 

invited to the meeting to answer questions from the board regarding the Health Insurance Plans 

being offered by POMCO for 2011.  Kristen Wall stated that effective January 1, 2011 the current 

plan offered by the village will be discontinued.  Kristen stated she has meet with Mayor 

Donovan and Clerk DeVona to review the plans available and presented the board with 
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information regarding Plan H, a high deductible savings or reimbursement account and Plan M.  

The Town of Manlius designed Plan M and currently offers it to their employees. A discussion 

took place regarding the premium savings both the village and employees would realize using 

either Plan H, when combined with a Health Reimbursement account or Savings account or Plan 

M. Mayor Donovan stated the board must make a decision soon especially if Plan H were 

selected as it will take more time to establish the health accounts for employees.  Mayor Donovan 

thanked Kristen for the presentation and making herself available to answer questions.

Seidenfuss as a part-time Trash Thrower at an hourly rate of $10.00 effective August 30, 2011.

BID RESULTS – MUNICIPAL PARKS TRACTOR 

Mayor Donovan stated the following bid was read aloud at the bid opening on August 10, 

2011:   

CYNCON Equipment, Inc. – for a Demo Model 2010 Holder C4.74 Sidewalk Tractor 

$89,914.00; One Cubic Yard Dump Body, $1,890.00; 50” Snow Blower, $6,860.00; 60” Angle 

Plow, $5,712.00 and 60” Broom with Sprinkler System, $7,832.00.  Total bid price 

$112,208.00.  Mayor Donovan stated three vendors picked up bid specifications and only one 

sealed bid was received.  Mayor Donovan stated this piece of equipment is similar to a piece 

owned by the Village of Fayetteville DPW and they have attachments that we can use and the 

new attachments included in the bid can be used on Fayetteville’s equipment.   

A motion was made by Trustee Brazill and seconded by Trustee Champagne to accept the bid 

from CYNCON Equipment, Inc in the amount of $112,208.00 for the 2010 Demo Model 

Holder C4.74 and attachments.  All in favor.  Motion carried. 

 

2011 PAVING PROJECT  

DPW Superintendent Tom Petterelli submitted to the board a list of paving projects for 2011 

with an estimated cost associated with each.  He stated Ripplebrook/Whiskwood/Weaverdale, 

Fay Lane/Thorndike, Edgerton Street and Willard are in this year’s budget at an estimated cost 

of $143,483.50.   Windebank, Hulbert Street and South Central Avenue are not in this years 

budget and are estimated to cost $166,864.25.  Mayor Donovan asked the board if they wanted 

to consider bonding for the three projects not in this year’s budget and complete all in 2011.  

Trustee Cronk suggested completing the first four paving projects this year and hold 

Windebank, Hulbert Street and South Central Avenue until next year. 

A motion was made by Trustee Cronk and seconded by Trustee Champagne to approve 
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Ripplebrook/Whiskwood/Weaverdale, Fay Lane/ Thorndike, Edgerton Street and Willard paving 

projects for this year.  All in favor.  Motion carried. 

    

  

TRUSTEES’ REPORT 

 

Trustee Champagne reported that on July 27, 2010 an unannounced site inspection took place 

at the Waste Water Treatment Plan and the village received satisfactory results on all items 

and areas inspected; he thanked Steve Giarrusso, Pat Meehan, Brad Hyde and Steven Sturick 

for their dedication and hard work. Trustee Champagne updated the board on a secondary 

pump with a bad valve. 

 

Trustee Christensen reported a successful rabies clinic last Thursday and thanked Tom 

Petterelli and Ethel Sawkins for their participation with the event; over 200 pet owners 

attended.  Trustee Christensen reported the Town of Manlius Police Department has hired 

two new patrol officers but still have three vacant police officer positions; and Chief 

Marlowe presented the Police Committee with final cost of providing police enforcement for 

the Memorial Day parade across the town.  

 

Trustee Brazill stated the village has had some problems at Reese Field and the Police 

Department did a great job in taking care of the situation.
